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The Authority’s water supply distribution system includes over 480 miles of pipe, 3,000 fire hydrants, and over 9,200 valves in a service area that
is roughly 100 square miles in size. That's a lot to maintain. It is very important that all those valves operate properly whenever they are called
upon to open or close. This is especially critical during a water main break when it is necessary to quickly shut down flow in a section of pipe,
to isolate the problem and minimize the extent of the neighborhood impacted until repairs can be completed and service fully restored.

With this in mind, the Authority has embarked on an ambitious new preventive maintenance effort that will ensure that all our valves remain in
good operating condition for many years to come. We have recently put into service a specially equipped valve operating truck, with trained staff,
to inspect, operate, and repair, if necessary, all 9,200 valves on a regularly scheduled basis. The truck is equipped with a state of the art mechanical
device that will turn each valve with speed and efficiency to a specified torque. We also coordinate our valve repair program with the local municipal
paving overlay schedules to minimize future disruptions to the road surfaces.

You may see our newly equipped truck in your neighborhood someday soon, so keep an eye out for it. This valve exercising program will supplement

our many other ongoing efforts geared toward preventive maintenance of all the Authority’s critical infrastructure - part of our continuing commitment to ensure
reliable, dependable service to all our customers.
