In this edition of our newsletter | want to address one aspect related to the important subject of the reliability of our water supply. Specifically,
| am referring to our backup power supply that is activated when there is an electrical power failure.

One noteworthy event was a severe storm in July that knocked out power to many paris of our service area. Many homes and businesses were
without power for several hours, even for a few days. The Water Authority’s Forest Park Water Treatment Plant, which provides our customers with
about 80% of their 9 million gallons of daily water needs, lost both power feeds that normally power the supply systems from two different sources.
Fortunately, we are prepared for such a situation. A large on-site diesel engine generator is available for activation when the power fails.
When the outage occurred, the system was seamlessly activated and carried the plant load for the duration of the power outage. The end result
was that our freatment plant did not experience any inferruption in water service to our customers.

Nobody likes the inconvenience of losing power during a storm. But with the emergency confingency plans that the Water Authority has put in place,
our customers can be assured that they will always have water during a power failure.
